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Setting up a Rock-It-Ball Club
The reason for setting up a Club is to help to promote Rock-It-Ball and to provide an opportunity for people from every walk of life to try Rock-It-Ball and if necessary play in a competitive league.

Hopefully you will be able to tap into the expertise and resources of a County organisation that will provide competition on a local basis.
In order to run a club it is recommended that you need to: 

1. find people who will take one or more of the roles shown below: 

a. Chairman

b. Treasurer

c. Secretary

d. Coach

e. It is sometimes impossible to find 4 people so it may mean that 2 people take on two roles each until such time that you are able to find the right amount of people or you may be a coach that runs the whole thing.

2. The next thing you will need to do is to find is a venue that you can use to both practice and play games. This should be on a normal 5 aside pitch of 4 court badminton hall but can be a 3 court badminton hall, any smaller than this will not be allowed under league rules. If your club has decided to play our small sided or singles version that you should find a suitable squash court/s
3. Set up a constitution, (a model constitution can be downloaded from the www.playrock-it-ball.com  website). 

4. Download the IRIBF membership form from the download section.

5. Print off enough membership forms for the players, coaches and officials within your organisation.

6. Print off a club/team form

7. Complete forms

8. Send into the IRIBF membership Secretary.

9. Contact your National Governing Body to inform them that you have registered with the IRIBF and tell them at what age ranges your teams wish to compete.
